The Programs

We currently have two degree programs, both PAB accredited: a Master of Urban and Environmental Planning (55 students) and a Bachelor of Urban and Environmental Planning (50 students). There is also a Minor (20 students). The School of Architecture consists of our department plus departments of Architecture, Landscape Architecture and Architectural History/Historic Preservation. We have received university approval  to launch a new interdisciplinary PhD, that will be flexible enough to serve all four programs.  Planning faculty also serve on PhD committees in other fields here at the university.

The teaching load in our department is four courses per year with a mix of grad/undergrad, and core/elective classes. Each faculty member is assigned a graduate student TA/RA. 

The Department

We are a cohesive department with sustainability providing one of a number of common linkages between faculty. There is an unusual amount of collaboration not only among our own faculty but across departmental lines and with faculty from other schools such as engineering, business, medicine and law. Nearly 20 percent of our students are taking advantage of opportunities to earn dual degrees between planning and any number of other fields. Our teaching ratings by students are high. The list of publications by our faculty is impressive. We share a bent toward application and find many opportunities to involve ourselves and our students with the community.  

We have a supportive Dean who stresses cross-disciplinary and entrepreneurial approaches to teaching and research. Under her leadership the school has formed broadly defined faculty theme groups to promote research and scholarship. She has provided seed funding to generate activity focused on areas such as infrastructure, health, preservation/regeneration, and public service. Arising from this we have a new Center for Design and Health http://uvadesignhealth.org/  co-chaired by Tim Beatley. Affiliated with the department is the Institute for Environmental Negotiation which has provided mediation and a variety of related services to communities and organizations both in Virginia and nationally for twenty-five years (http://www.virginia.edu/ien/ ).

This job posting is one of several new hires that are anticipated over the next few years as several of the more senior faculty retire from full time teaching and become adjunct/emeritus faculty. This creates a tremendous opportunity for energetic and ambitious young faculty.

In addition we have a number of adjunct faculty/practitioners who reinforce the professional dimensions of our program and bring years of experience to our students. 

Our Students
Our students are very strong. We typically have 150 applicants to the masters program with a goal of 25 matriculants.  The average GPA is typically over 3.5 with a combined GRE of over 1200. Students came to us from the best undergraduate schools around the country and internationally.  The majority of our students are from out of state.  Our undergraduate students are exceptionally strong.  The University is very competitive and attracts the top students across the nation.

The University 

The University of Virginia (http://www.virginia.edu/ ) is the flagship research university of the state system and is regularly ranked as one of the very top public institutions in the nation. We have a new President who comes to us from the University of Michigan and a new Provost from Duke. The beautiful old part of the campus, known as “the lawn”, designed by Thomas Jefferson, is designated as a World Heritage site. The School of Architecture is a few blocks away in modern Campbell Hall which was recently renovated and expanded. Scholarship is supported with an outstanding library system, digital technology equipped classrooms and a geographic information support staff in what is known as the Scholar’s Lab (http://www2.lib.virginia.edu/scholarslab/ ).

The Community

The City of Charlottesville and surrounding Albemarle County are consistently ranked among the top communities in the nation (http://www.charlottesville.org/Index.aspx?page=2 ). The city is known not only for the University and Monticello, but also for the large selection of excellent restaurants, local wineries, diverse entertainment venues, and active arts programs along with a very participatory citizen base. One national magazine article recently dubbed Charlottesville as the locavore capital of the world.  Charlottesville is situated two hours from the nation’s capital, one hour from the state capital, three hours from the Chesapeake Bay and Atlantic Ocean, and thirty minutes from the Shenandoah National Park, the Skyline Drive, the Blue Ridge Parkway and the Appalachian Trail. We have daily Amtrak service to the Northeast, to the Midwest, and points South.  USAirways, Delta and United airlines serve a recently expanded airport.
